The inner flask of oil

JEWISH HISTORY and its Torah
perspective, convey timeless and
relevant messages, illuminating
our lives, forging the path of our
divinely appointed destiny.

Chanukah means “(re)dedica-
tion”. It refers to the rededication
of the Holy Temple after it had
been defiled by the invading
ancient Greeks.

More than just the Temple, it
was the hearts and minds, the
inner temple of the Jew that had
become defiled through the adop-
tion of the Greek Hellenist culture
and beliefs. This “darkness”
threatened the continuity and
future of the Jewish people. The
light and the candelabra was
extinguished and the oil, the

resource that enabled the flame
to alight, was contaminated.

Yet as we know, a flask of
untouched, untainted oil was dis-
covered and it was this oil that
was the catalyst leading to the
miracle of the continuous, endur-
ing light of Chanukah.

Oil in mystical teachings, refers
to the deeper energy, strengths

and resources that are latent with-
in the individual. Just as an olive,
when pressed, produces fine oil,
capable of being a medium for gen-
erating light, so too is it with the
Jew - when pressed and chal-
lenged, he draws forth from within
him the oil: self-sacrifice, selfless-
devotion and higher commitment.

It is this oil represented at
Chanukah through the fearless
heroism and dedication of the
Maccabees, that enabled the
reconquest of the Temple and re-
kindling of its holy lights and
beyond the event of some two plus
thousand years ago, the deeper
message of Chanukah, for all time
and for every Jew, that within us
lies a flask of pure oil.

It means that as we access our
inner oil, we are able to produce a
miraculous light, the enduring
and eternal light and flame of

Why eight days?

THE NUMBER eight transcends the natural world. Do
you sense there is more to life than you can touch or feel
or smell? That there’s a dimension that cannot be expe-
rienced by any of your senses, but as real as the feeling
you have when holding the hand of someone you love?

Have you pondered the soul, the non-physical core of
your being which cannot be detected by X-ray technolo-
gy? Do you believe in G-d? If you answered yes to any of
these questions, then Chanukah is the holiday for you.

Here’s why: The world was created in seven days.
There are seven notes in the musical scale, seven days of
the week. Therefore, the number seven represents the
physical world that we can touch and smell and feel.

The number eight, on the other hand, transcends the
natural world. That’s why the miraculous days of
Chanukah are “eight”. Though eight emanates from
beyond our senses, your soul can still reach out and be
touched by its force.

Anti-milah decree

The Greeks had a particular dislike of the Jewish prac-
tice of brit milah, the circumcision of a baby boy on the
eighth day after his birth. In fact, they outlawed the
practice of brit milah.

Why such string opposition? First of all, circumcision
offended the strong Greek idea of perfection of the
human body. Public nudity was accepted in Greek soci-
ety because every “body” was another piece of art.
Greek Olympic athletes competed naked.

To the Greeks, circumcision was mutilation of a mas-
terpiece, like spraying graffiti on a Renoir.

To the Jew, brit milah is one of the most essential
expressions of Jewish identity. A human being can only
achieve its greatest beauty if affected by a relationship
with G-d. The perfectly sculpted human recognises and
embraces the reality of his transcendent soul.

During the period of Greek oppression, brit milah
was intolerable. It became a capital crime.

Days of eight

“The wise sages, days of eight they proclaimed for song
and rejoicing.” - from “Ma’oz Tzur - Rock of Salvation”,
sung nightly after lighting the menorah.

When the Jews recaptured the Holy Temple from the
Greeks, the first thing they did was light the golden
menorah. They had only enough oil for one day, and
new oil would take seven days to prepare. But a miracle
happened. Instead of burning for one day, the menorah
stayed lit for eight. Today we light our menorahs for
eight days to recall this miracle.

On a deeper level, the days of Chanukah are eight
days of transcendence. Days of opportunity to look both
within ourselves and beyond, to sense there is more to
our existence than the world of nature could contain.

The Greeks detested brit milah because of its “eight-
ness”, because it stands for transcendence. The miracle
of the oil lasted for eight days as a reminder that Jewish
life is hewn from the “Rock” of transcendence.

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Great value in undervalued stocks

ALWAYS SIT tight with quality
investments - do not panic sell.
This is the advice of Bryan
Hirsch of Pioneer Financial
Planning.

He says stocks are significant-
ly undervalued and investors,
who are in the market for the
long term, should start realis-
ing that there is great value in buying
equity stocks which are at present under-
valued.

However, says Hirsch, there are those
who are suffering from the “greed syn-
drome” after having had high returns for
the past 10 years, until March this year,
much higher than expected, and who are
now in a state of panic.

“Over the past 10 years, the markets
have been good at time and overheated at
others, fluctuating for different reasons.
The world is a dynamic place - it is chang-
ing all the time. We are now going
through a torrid time,” he said.

In the past five years, there have been
returns of between 31 to 35 per cent up to
June 2008. Hirsch warned that the crisis
was not over yet.

“There will be more shocks that will
continue to create volatility which will
result in lower markets. Currently, good
news and good results have no effect on
quoted prices, but bad news or bad results
are driving markets lower,” he says.

Those paying into pension funds got
unbelievable returns. By just putting in
monthly contributions, added to the capi-
tal and dividends, there were excellent
returns. But there is now talk about peo-
ple losing or giving up their pensions.

“What should be remembered is that,
in general, pensions are long term, from
between 20 and 40 years, so people should
not be in a hurry to opt out,” he urged.

The major change in the world hap-
pened because US banks didn’t know

what they were investing in, and
still don’t know.

“US banks were lending reck-
lessly, with no collateral proper-
ty and equity. They lent more
than they could recover and
property prices dropped by half.
They couldn’t get their interest
and had to write off lots of
money,” he said.

Investors who had lost money,
he said, needed to relook at how they pre-
viously invested. Did they buy high and
then, because of panic, sell low?

“The little person is not seeing the big-
ger picture. Investors must look long
term. We want the market to go up 15 per
cent per annum, but it doesn’t work that
way.

“There could be no growth for three
years, then an 80 per cent growth. We
have been through previous market
crises. We are now going through the fear
syndrome and people are giving away
assets. In the short term they may be
right,” he said.

Hirsch gives the example of a woman
passing an exclusive clothing shop and
spotting her ideal dress. She asks the
price, which she cannot afford. One
morning she sees they are having a sale.
The dress is her size, on sale for 40 per
cent off. She wears it that night for a
romantic dinner date and the dress is
admired by all.

A week later, she passes the same store
and there is a new sign stating that
because it is the end of the sale, there is a
further 15 per cent reduction in the price.

“Do you convince yourself that they
wouldn’t have had another dress like
hers, or if they did, it would not be in your
size, or do you torment yourself?” asks
Hirsch.

He likens it to the fact that there is
great value in some of the shares, but
who knows if they will be cheaper tomor-
rOwW.

What can be categorically said, is that
in future, those who identify and buy
shares at these sale prices, will, in the
long term, reap great rewards.

It is a time when investors need profes-
sional portfolio management. Recovery
will take time, but then the long-term
investors know that any investment plan
takes time, he says.

“Every person should plan their jour-
ney. This is the 11th bear market in the
last 70 years. The average previous losses
were 32 per cent, the highest 58 per cent
and the lowest 20 per cent. In the first
year there was a 34,1 per cent recovery, in
the second year 50 per cent and three
years after that, a 49 per cent recovery.

“This time horizon, with the first three
years of recovery seeing a good growth
and returns, would not be achieved with
cash.”

People, said Hirsch, should understand
their financial requirements for the next
five to seven years and put the balance of
what they don’t need into growth shares,
as well as their dividends, and not ring-
fence other than in an emergency.

On the positive side, said Hirsch, there
had never been such a global focus on one
problem as there was now.

“In the past 70 years, we have had world
wars, with the US only coming into the
Second World War only 26 months later,
after the bombing of Pearl Harbour, we
have had invasion of Afghanistan and
Iraq, and the Korean missile crisis, and
still the world did not come together.

“This is the first time that the 20 most
powerful countries, the G20, got together
to decide what to do next, and have
included not only heads of state, but also
finance ministers and reserve bank gov-
ernors,” he said.

What is of importance is that all the
financial brains will be working together
to find a way forward. It has never hap-
pened before to have such a global focus
on trying to resolve one problem.

The symbolism of the letters ‘CH’ in Jewish life

IN MODERN times, the festival of
Chanukah has, in some quarters,
increasingly become synonymous
with Christmas - with many
Jewish people across a broad
spectrum of countries taking on
some of the celebratory customs
associated with this non-Jewish
festival which coincidentally
occurs around the same time of
the year as Chanukah.

Often Jewish parents, not want-
ing to make their children feel dif-
ferent or deprived, buy
“Christmas” trees, decorations
and presents to address and
counter these feelings - although
one must qualify that this does
not appear to happen much (if at
all) in South Africa.

There are many thoughts on
the subject but in some Jewish
circles it is believed that the ori-
gins of “Chanukah Gelt”, (money
customarily given to children as a
gift over Chanukah) derived from
these sentiments some 100 or
more years ago and continues till
today.

“Chanukah Gelt” sometimes
comes in the form of chocolates
made in the shape of money and
then covered in gold or silver
paper to represent money.

In reality, however, there is no
connection whatsoever between
the two festivals of Chanukah and
Christmas. Whereas the one is the
celebration of a birth, the other is
the time when Jews remember
and celebrate the Maccabees’ vic-
tory over the Hellenists’ domi-

nance of the Jews and their reoc-
cupation of the Temple.

Also celebrated at this time is
the miracle of the one remaining
unadulterated flask of oil found
and used in the rededication of
the Temple and which should
have lasted only one day but actu-
ally lasted for a miraculous eight
days.

However, there is one similarity
pertaining to the two festivals and
that is the fact that the names of
both holidays start with the two
English letters “CH”.

In Judaism, many well-known,
traditional words as well as those
of pivotal importance in Jewish
life and learning, also start with
those two letters.

One of the most sacred things
and greatly treasured by Jews is
“chaim”, (life). Jews pray to be
written in “Sefer HaChaim” (the
Book of Life) on Rosh Hashanah
and are symbolically compared to
an “Eitz Chaim” (Tree of Life).

Sadly, life itself is so often tran-
sient. The snuffing out of the lives
of six million Jews in the most
horrific and brutal way, was the
period of the “Churban”
(Holocaust) in the late 1930s and
early ‘40s during which time
many Jews lost their children,
families and “chaverim” (friends)
to murder, mayhem and mali-
ciousness.

The world said - and still says -
“Never again” and Jews pray for
“chazak” (strength) for both the
Jewish people and the Land of
Israel.

In Jewish thought, the world is
believed to stand on three pillars;

- .
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A crested barbet and a weaver bird comes to inspect the Chanukah menorah set up outside ready to be

lit on the first day of Chanukah.

Torah, Avodah and Gimilut
Chasadim, (Torah/education,
work/doing deeds for the better-
ment of mankind and performing
acts of kindness).

The “chesed” (kindness) that
individual Jews, and different
charitable organisations such as
Chabad and the South African
Chevrah Kadisha, show to others,
is renowned the world over.

Jewish education centres
around the Chumash, the Torah
(the Five Books of Moses) about
which we learn so much from the

Chofetz Chaim (Torah luminary
who died in 1933).

Children are taught it from a
young age and Chederim (ele-
mentary Hebrew schools for
youngsters) are created where
they can learn about Judaism
and Jewish religious matters.
Many of them, when they grow
up, go on to study at Chesder
yeshivas where they learn and
also do army duties.

Of course there are many more
such words starting with
“CH” which could be used here if

space allowed.

But on the next Sunday
evening, December 21, the first
night of Chanukah, as Jews listen
to the tune of the chazzan as he
sings Maor Tzur in shul, or they
light their first Chanukah candle
in their own homes from the
shamash (from which we light all
the other candles) - Jews the
world over should focus their
thoughts on the positive “CHs” of
their lives, and make this a peace-
ful and enjoyable Chag
Ha’Chanuka.

The name

EDUCATION, DEDICATION, and
beginning. These are the three
meanings of the Hebrew word
“Chanukah”.

When the Maccabees liberated
the Temple from the Greeks, they
found that the holiest place in
Judaism had been abused and dese-
crated. (When the Germans turned
synagogues into horse stables and
Torah scrolls into lampshades, and
when Arabs used Jewish tomb-
stones to pave their roads, they
weren’t the first to strike at objects
of Jewish sanctity.)

The Temple needed far more
than cleaning and repairs; it needed
to be rededicated. This dedication
marked a new beginning for the
Temple and the Jewish people and
is the source of the name of the hol-
iday.

Principles of education

The secret of parenting is to under-
stand the nuances of your chil-
dren’s nature and to educate them

in accordance with that nature.
King Solomon says in Proverbs:
“Educate (chanoch) a child accord-
ing to his nature; when he grows
old he will not abandon it.”

While no two children are alike,
all children need to be taught that
it’s wrong to steal. Personalities
and temperaments may vary, but
the need to be kind, compassionate
and moral is universal. One child
may be shy, another creative, and
still another always in a hurry. Yet
they all need to learn what it means
to be a mensch.

Jewish parents are called upon
not only to teach their children life-
enhancing skills - like eating with a
fork and spoon or using a computer
- but also to teach them values and
ideals that will bring meaning to
their children’s lives.

The essence of Jewish parenting
is to teach your children what to be
dedicated to. The Talmud says: As
soon as a child can speak, his par-
ents must teach him

Torah and the Shema.

Just like we don’t let them wait to

decide when they get older if they
want to read or write, we also must
not suspend the teaching of values
and character until they are old
enough to decide for themselves.
What principles demand sacrifice;
what’s morally negotiable... and
what’s not.

Shabbat reunion

I recently received a call from
Cleveland, from an old friend from
high school who was serving as the
co-chairman for our 20-year
reunion. “Everyone is going to be
there,” he insisted. “Isn’t there any
way you can make it? It’s going to
be a great weekend.”

I really did want to attend, but
unfortunately the main reunion
events were scheduled for Friday
night and Saturday. I explained to
my old friend that since graduating
from high school, I had begun to
observe Shabbat and that even if 1
made the trip from Baltimore to
Cleveland, I'd still have to miss
most of the reunion.

But that didn’t fly. “Perhaps,” he
wondered aloud, “you could make
an exception. I mean, if one time
you kind of bend the rules a little,
would that be so terrible? Look,
nobody’s perfect.”

I told him that I was very
touched by his call, but I just
wouldn’t be able to make it.
“Besides,” I told him, “the Indians
are in Baltimore that weekend and
I have tickets to the game on
Sunday.”

“Oh, you never told me that,” he
said. “Now I understand. Look,
we’ll miss you. I gotta go make
another call.

At the time of Chanukah, how
did the Jewish people find the forti-
tude to fight for the rededication of
the Temple? Because they knew
what they were dedicated to in the
first place.

JEWS OBSERVE a holiday for
eight days in honour of the his-
toric victory of the Maccabees
and the miracle of the oil.

The Hebrew word Chanukah
means “dedication.” In the 2nd
century BCE, the Syrian-Greek
regime of Antiochus sought to
pull Jews away from Judaism,
with the hopes of assimilating
them into Hellenism — Greek
culture. Antiochus outlawed
aspects of Jewish observance —
including the study of Torah —
which began to decay the foun-
dation of Jewish life and prac-
tice. During this period, many of
the Jews began to assimilate
into Greek culture, taking on
Greek names and marrying non-
Jews.

In response, a band of coura-
geous Jews took to the hills of
Judea in open revolt against this
threat to Jewish life. Led by
Matitiyahu, and later his son
Judah the Maccabee (“The
Hammer”), this small band of
pious Jews led guerrilla warfare
against the Syrian army.

Antiochus sent thousands of
well-armed troops to crush the
rebellion — but the Maccabees
succeeded in driving the for-
eigners from their land.

Jewish  fighters entered

Jerusalem in December, 164
BCE. The Holy Temple was in
shambles, defiled and desecrat-
ed by foreign soldiers. They
cleansed the Temple and re-ded-
icated it on the 25th day of the
Jewish month of Kislev. When it
came time to re-light the
Menorah, they searched the
entire Temple, but only one
small jar of oil bearing the pure
seal of the High Priest could be
found.

Miraculously, the small jar of
oil burned for eight days, until a
new supply of oil could be
brought.

From then on, Jews have
observed a holiday for eight
days in honor of this historic
victory and the miracle of the
oil.

Today, the observance of
Chanukah features the lighting
of a special Chanukah menorah
with eight branches (plus a
helper candle), adding one new
candle each night. Other cus-
toms include spinning the drei-
del (a top with Hebrew letters on
the sides), eating “oily” foods
like potato latkes (pancakes)
and sufganiyot (jelly donuts),
and giving Chanukah gelt
(coins) to children.

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Jews unite in grief through
Mumbai ‘war declaration’

WERE THE events of November
27 in Mumbai, when the Chabad
House there was inter alia singled
out for attack and the rabbi and
his wife killed, the start of the
clash of civilisations we feared?
Was this the start of the war of
light against the hearts of dark-
ness? The tragedy in Mumbai gave
us pause.

“It is not the job of humans to
explain tragedies,” the
Lubavitcher rebbe, Rebbe Mendel
Schneerson once said, “but it is
the response that is important.”

At Chabad House in Savoy,
Johannesburg, over 500 people
attended what was not a memorial
to the terrible tragedy that took
place in Mumbai; it was a
response.

The gathering was attended by
Chief Rabbi Warren Goldstein,
Indian Consul-General Navdeep
Suri, the political spokesman of
the Israel Embassy, Elias Inbram,
and it seemed almost every
Chabad rabbi from the province.

Seven memorial candles were
lit, both for the Jewish victims
and the others who perished in
the attacks. Rabbi Avraham
Tanzer who led tehillim, spoke
about those who need our prayers
and those who have passed on.
Rabbi Goldman intoned yiskor.

A video was shown because, as
it was said, words cannot do jus-
tice to the horror that took place.
The murdered rabbi, American-
born Gavriel Holtzberg, was
shown in his youth as a brilliant
scholar, learned in sacred scripts
and the winner of many prizes
and accolades. He was cut out for
a life of service to Hashem, Torah
and the Jewish people.

In 2001 he married Rivka
Rosenberg, a sabra born in Afula.
In 2003 they decided to go to
Mumbai to open a Chabad House
and so be able to follow Rebbe
Schneerson’s advice that “use the
treasure of Torah and take it to
others”. Their home in India
became an open house to fellow
Jews, and to any of the 4 000 Jews
of India to whom they could offer
Torah study as well as to
strangers passing through, always
welcome for a Shabbat meal.

It was a meeting place for dia-
mond dealers from around the
world who would come to India
and share in its booming diamond
industry. The Holtzbergs oversaw
the construction of a five storey
Chabad Centre.

The Chief Rabbi, in his address
said: “This is a time of great pain
for all of us; we all feel each
other’s pain and we feel the pain
of the victims. Our differences,
whatever they are, pale into
insignificance; we are one Jewish
family. The precious South
African community are first and
last, members of Am Israel.

“This tragedy was not just an
act of violence,” he pointed out,
“it was a declaration of war
against the Jews. In all the thou-

sands of buildings in Mumbai,
they plotted to attack a Jewish
centre. This is a struggle between
value systems; the dignity of
human beings against mayhem
and destruction.

Inbram said: “We are here to
remember the Chabad shlichim
together with all those who were
brutally murdered by terrorists in
Mumbai.”

He said that when one heard of
terrorist attacks, “you know that
terrorism doesn’t pass Jewish
people by. Therefore the State of
Israel watches and pays attention
to the Chabad schlichim as part of
the Jews in the Diaspora and the
State of Israel took certain action
in Mumbai in co-operation with
the Indian Government in the
hope that the Israelis and the
shlichei Chabad would be rescued
peacefully.

Consul-General Navdeep Suri,
on behalf of India, said that it was
“with a sense of profound grief”
that he joined the Jewish commu-
nity in remembering the tragedy
of November 26.

“This was not just an attack on a
Jewish home, it was an attack on
the spirit of India. India is a sover-
eign, secular republic, the world’s
largest democracy and its spirit
had been violated. India is
seething with anger for the man-
ner in which it has been violated.

“India had always welcomed the
2 000-year-old Jewish community
and this is the very first time that
Jews in India have been targeted.
Jews have never been persecuted
in India.”

He pointed out that the terror-
ists’ intention had been to kill 5
000 people. “They targeted a rail-
way station where 62 of those
killed were Muslims, also

attacked were a popular café and
two of the finest hotels in India...

“As we seek answers, we are
determined that we will protect
our sense of values. Our national
confidence has been shaken but
this will not go unanswered. We
will remember the precious lives
lost at Chabad House and also oth-
ers who perished in this senseless
violence.”

Rabbi Mendel Lipskar who was
the first Chabad shaliach in South
Africa, 35 years ago, spoke of the
human capacity for grief and pain
but, he added: “It was over-
whelmed by the capacity for faith
and hope.”

He was at the funeral in Israel of
the victims and after the burial he
walked up to Rivka’s father, Rabbi
Rosenberg, to offer condolences.
“I saw in his eyes an incredible
strength and in perhaps the most
difficult of all eulogies to make, he
said: ‘Their work will go on.” This
was a commitment to the future.

“There was no anger. To his res-
cued grandson, Moshe, he said:
‘When you grow up, you will be a
shaliach in India’.”

Rabbi David Masinter, of Savoy
Chabad, who heads Chabad in
South Africa, said that the forces
of evil came to bring darkness.

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Israeli desertification conterence ofters new ideas

TODAY, DECEMBER 14, over 350 people
from 40 countries convene at Ben-Gurion
University’s Sde Boker campus and talk
about desertification. The conference is not
only the largest international conference
ever held in Israel about an environmental
topic, but probably the largest international
academic forum ever on desertification.

This is a crisis that has actually been
defined by the United Nations and World
Bank “Millennium Assessment” as the envi-
ronmental problem which affects more peo-
ple than any other worldwide.

Desertification is technically “land degra-
dation” in the drylands. Erosion, soil loss
and contamination are problems every-
where. But in the areas where there is little
rainfall to help with rejuvenation, the long-
term impact tends to be more severe and
irreversible.

Some 200 million people, especially in
Africa, suffer from the steady loss of their
land’s productivity. The results can be cata-
strophic: hunger, refugees, disintegration of
communities, ecological damage.

Unfortunately, because the problem is
often considered an African one, it has not
been addressed with the same level of com-
mitment that other global challenges, such
as biodiversity or ozone depletion, have.
That’s because Africa has other pressing
problems like Aids and because Western
nations simply do not relate to it as an envi-
ronmental issue that affects them.

This is particularly unfortunate, as the
solutions to the desertification pathology are
well known and are clearly cost-effective to
implement. Yet, few if any countries in the
world, in particular the developing world,
can show progress during the past decade in
the field, despite a special UN treaty that was
enacted to address the matter.

Israel, however is different. Israel’s cli-
mate is of course largely a desiccated one.
Indeed 93 per cent of its lands are defined as
drylands. In 1948, the country’s soils showed
dramatic deterioration, and conditions were
growing worse quickly. The causes involved
overgrazing, deforestation and agriculture
that was not sustainable.

The notion of a “desolate”, “neglected”
homeland - was not just Zionist propaganda.
It was born out by aerial photographs and

reports by international soil scientists.

Since that time, however, a combination of
grazing regulations, agricultural innova-
tions, ambitious water management proj-
ects, aggressive afforestation efforts and a
national commitment to making the Negev a
productive region, produced impressive
results. Entire regions have been trans-
formed and for the better.

Of course there were mistakes made along
the way. Water resources were contaminat-
ed due to poor irrigation practices. It took
some time to figure out the optimal mix of
tree plantings. Some agricultural crops
failed. But Israel’s success in changing large
sections of the Negev into fecund agricultur-
al lands and forested parks, makes its record
somewhat unique in a world where most of
the desertification trends are negative.

That’s why today’s conference at Sde
Boker is of such importance. The first con-
ference for “Drylands, Deserts and
Desertification” at Ben-Gurion University of
the Negev in 2006 attracted roughly 200 par-
ticipants. The upcoming meeting should be
twice the size.

some 100 African experts, practitioners and
officials are being brought to participate and
to learn from Israel’s experience in the field.
The topics to be discussed range from desert
ecology and pastoralism to drought resistant
plants and the role of gender in desertifica-
tion.

The notion of a professional conference
whose participants are quite heterogeneous
was considered anomalous at the first gath-
ering, but proved to be a particularly inter-
esting forum. Scientists mix with farmers
and bureaucrats and share their experi-
ences.

Like all conferences, the most interesting
and valuable time is that spent during breaks
and in the field where conversations between
the diverse participants are rich and stimu-
lating. Field trips offer participants close-up
views of Israel’s work in the region.

Conferences of course do not solve prob-
lems immediately. But by bringing this
diverse group of people together to discuss
solutions it is a good start. (Israel21c)

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LEADER OF FAR-RIGHT RUSSIAN
MOVEMENT BEATEN

MOSCOW - The leader of a far-right
Russian movement was hospitalised after
being beaten last week.

Alexander Belov, the head of the
Movement Against Illegal Immigration,
suffered concussion and was in moderate
condition on Monday following the
December 6 attack, according to the
Vremya Novostey newspaper.

Belov faces charges of inciting hatred
and extremism at the Russian March on
November 4, 2007 for railing publicly
against illegal immigrants and Jews. His
December 16 court appearance was post-
poned because of the attack.

Meanwhile, a deputy to Belov and co-
founder of his group was killed in a car
accident on the same day Belov was beaten.
Ivan Lebedev died at the scene of the acci-
dent, and two others were hospitalised.

Belov had called off a Russian March
that was scheduled for December 12
because Lebedev's funeral would be the
same day. The marches often feature sup-
porters shouting anti-Semitic slogans.

Belov had travelled to a Moscow suburb
to attend a demonstration. He was met by
masked men, beaten with baseball bats and
knocked unconscious. Another man
dragged Belov into a car and they drove
away.

In interviews with Russian media, Belov
said he suspected a group of anti-fascist
activists or the Russian security services
for the attack. He has offered a reward of
$10 000 for information leading to his
attackers, Vremya Novostey reported. (JTA)
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Pass the Holocaust
remembrance on from
generation to generation

RENOWNED BRITISH actor Sir
Antony Sher pronounced himself
“most impressed” that the Cape Town
Holocaust Centre (CTHC) included a
section on apartheid in its exhibition.
Sir Antony, a trustee of the Holocaust
Educational Trust in the United
Kingdom who grew up in Sea Point,
was guest speaker at a celebratory din-
ner to mark the 10th anniversary of
the Centre.

He is in town to play the lead role of
Prospero in what CTHC director
Richard Freedman described as “
uniquely African” production of
Shakespeare’s “The Tempest”.

“During my childhood in the ‘50s
and ‘60s, I grew up believing that black
people were an inferior form of humanity,”
Sir Antony told the audience. “It was not a
big step to also regarding them as dispensa-
ble.”

He recalled that his grandparents had
fled persecution in Eastern Europe where
they had been “an inferior form of life”, at
the beginning of the 20th century. “They
prospered here, but made no connection
with the things that had happened to them
in Europe.”

Sir Antony said he was relating this to
illustrate how “frighteningly easy” it was
for Holocausts to happen. “We have a flaw
in our design - it’s called prejudice.

“I've experienced this as a Jew, a South
African and as a gay man,” he added. “The
lessons from the Holocaust must be remem-
bered and passed on from generation to
generation,” he stressed, applauding the
CTHC for its role in this regard.

Founder director of the CTHC Myra
Osrin recalled her 1996 visit to Britain’s
first Holocaust centre, Beth Shalom. “It
made a deep impression on me and on my
return to Cape Town I applied for permis-
sion to raise funds for a small Holocaust
centre.

“I could never have anticipated the
tremendous success of the venture and that

in 2008 there could be a national Holocaust
Foundation with centres in Johannesburg
and Durban,” she said.

“In South Africa, racism and discrimina-
tion still exists in abundance, but there is a
growing recognition that this is not okay
and that there is a need to address the situ-
ation.”

Chairman of the board of trustees of the
CTHC since its inception, David Susman,
paid tribute to Osrin, describing her as
“enthused” and “driven” after her visit to
Beth Shalom. “Her vision was clear and
strong - she inspired all of us.

“Myra is unique. She and (husband) Eliot
are the patricians of our society. They give
their lives almost non-stop for the benefit of
their fellow-Jews and fellow-South
Africans.”

Noting that there had been 25 000 visitors
to the Centre per year over the 10 years of its
existence, Freedman said that the educa-
tional component was seen as central to its
functioning. “As the only recognised nation-
al service provider of Holocaust education
in the country, we have the opportunity to
contribute to a human rights culture here.

“We are well-situated to reach thou-
sands of teachers, young people and civil
society across the length and breadth of
the country.”
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A moral imperative to
have large families

IT WAS a biblical imperative to
“multiply and be fruitful”; medi-
cine itself and medical technology
did not equip us to deal with
moral issues, Rabbi Yossy
Goldman (pictured) of the
Sydenham Highlands North Shul
said in his talk in the ongoing
CAJE (the Johannesburg College
of Adult Jewish Education) series.

“Let there be life” was the
definitive phrase in his talk enti-
tled “Family Planning and
Abortion” with the sub-text “To
Be or Not to Be? Smaller family,
bigger future?”

“Basically, these are moral
dilemmas,” he said.

“Halachah, by definition,
means what the Torah says is
right or wrong, which means, in
turn, what G-d believes is right or
wrong. Therefore halachah
becomes our way of defining
morality. So, if something is
halachically permissible, then
that means that that it is morally
correct. If it is not halachically
permissible, then it is immoral.

“When rabbis are called upon
to address these types of moral
dilemmas, they are not giving
their personal opinion; they are
simply interpreting the
halachah.”

Rabbi Goldman said that in
terms of family planning, the rea-
son rabbis and religious people
had large families, was because it

was a moral imperative.

“The very first mitzvah of the
Bible to the first man and woman
is ‘be fruitful and multiply’. So,
although contraception is taken
for granted as a given in a society
of 1,8 children (average per fami-

ly), Torah values teach that there
has to be a good reason for not
bringing more children into the
world.

“Classical reasons for not hav-
ing children would be the health
of the mother - physically or psy-
chological - but not simply
because it is expensive or incon-
venient.”

Today, Rabbi Goldman said, “
most rabbinical authorities agree
that when contraception is indi-
cated, the Pill is the most halachi-
cally acceptable method as there

is no interference with the natu-
ral act of intimacy and it is gener-
ally quite effective and is
reversible, unlike sterilisation”.

Abstinence, he added, was not
a realistic option and the con-
dom, as popular as it might be in
government agencies in combat-
ing HIV/Aids, was the least
desirable method of contracep-
tion from a halachic point of
view as there was clearly the
spilling of seed.

“As for the starving millions in
Africa and the need to limit
uncontrolled population, zero
population growth is not a Jewish
option.”

He added: “Having lost one-
third of our population 60 years
ago, the Jewish people have a lot
of catching up to do.”

He told the joke of the religious
Jew with many children, when
asked when did he intend to stop,
answered -in order to put the
questioner in his place - “when I
hit six million”.

On abortion, Rabbi Goldman
said: “The Catholics believe that
life begins at conception and
there are no grounds for abortion
ever. Their approach is para-
phrased by the saying: ‘Better
two deaths than one murder’.

“Protestant thinking varies
according to denomination.
Many are inclined to leave it to
the patient or medical practition-
er. Basically it is rather liberal.
Judaism maintains that in cases

when the mother’s life is at risk,
abortion is permitted.

“While the soul does begin a
connection at conception, the foe-
tus is not considered a full viable
life until birth and therefore to
save the life of the mother, the
foetus may be sacrificed.

“The fact is that most abortions
in the world today are not as
much out of compelling need as
of convenience.”

Rabbi Goldman gave some
interesting statistics: “In the
United States, more than 50 per
cent of abortions occur in fami-
lies with an income of $30 000 per
annum - reasonably comfortable
middle-class. Only one per cent of
all abortions occur because of
rape or incest, six per cent
because of health problems and a
staggering 93 per cent for essen-
tially social reasons, that is, the
child is unwanted or inconven-
ient.

“In Israel it is estimated that at
least 1,5 million abortions have
taken place since the creation of
the State.

“If half the budget for aliyah
was directed towards social pro-
grammes to assist those would-be
mothers, the Jewish population
in Israel today would be far
greater than it is and those chil-
dren would have been naturally
and smoothly absorbed into soci-
ety.

“At the end of the day,” the
rabbi said, “if we are honest, we
will acknowledge that the prob-
lem today is exacerbated because
of the culture of sexual permis-
siveness in our society, so we
have teenage pregnancies and
demands for abortions.”

Rabbi Goldman concluded: “If
we could get back to a more val-
ues-based way of life, the problem
would not be as great as it is.”

REFORM RABBIS JOIN INTER-
FAITH PEACE PLEA

WASHINGTON - Two Reform
movement leaders last week
joined an interfaith letter urging
President-elect Barack Obama to
make Middle East peace a priority.

The National Interreligious
Leadership Initiative for Peace in
the Middle East, writing on
December 4 to congratulate
Obama on his election, asked him
to continue the practice estab-
lished during the Bush adminis-
tration of regular meetings
between the secretary of state and
the group, which includes leading
US Roman Catholic, Protestant,
Jewish and Muslim clergy.

Among the seven signatories
were Rabbi David Saperstein,
director of the Reform's Religious
Action Centre, and Rabbi Peter
Knobel, the president of the
Central Conference of American
Rabbis. The interfaith group also
includes Conservative and
Reconstructionist rabbis.

"We have been united in urging
concerted US leadership since the
founding of the National
Interreligious Leadership Initia-
tive and have supported the cur-
rent administration in its efforts
over the past two years," the
group's letter said.

"We believe it is essential that
the leaders and people of Israel,
the Palestinian territories and
Arab states be assured that you
intend to implement this priority
with a sense of urgency following
your inauguration." (JTA)

Up, up and away, by
her own bootstraps

VIOLATING THE people’s trust was some-
thing that was presently rampant in South
Africa, said Cheryl Carolus, former ANC
politician, former CEO of SA Tourism and
these days a high-flying businesswoman sit-
ting on various boards, at a breakfast organ-
ised recently by the IUA at the HOD.

Carolus is currently the executive chair-
man of Peotona Holdings, an investment
company that deals with business develop-
ment.

On the violation of the people’s trust,
Carolus gave an example of a father who
had raped his daughter and had only
received a 10-year jail sentence. Explaining
that there had been no public outcry, she
said: “We rarely criticise the judiciary or the
judgments made by it” and many of these
were not acceptable to the people (of South
Africa).

She believes that “we have made the cen-
tral government too strong. But on the
whole the ANC does represent the aspira-
tions of the poor”.

She was not surprised by the recent split
in the ANC and believed it would result in
the growth of our existing democracy.

Whoever got to (eventually) become pres-
ident “will have his feet in the fire”, she pre-
dicted, adding that there was a heightened
political awareness in the country - “making
a lousy job for the newspapers”.

One of the main problems in the country
was service delivery. “The government
realises that we have to get more engineers,
accountants etc - skilled people to solve our
sKills crisis. We had no idea how many skills
we would need.

“We believe in the ‘backyard philosophy’.
Beat the elephant with bite-size chunks.”

The country had to go back to the schools
and help the learners by improving their
facilities and level of education.

From growing up on the Cape Flats,
Carolus realised that there was nothing
romantic about poverty and decided it was
not for her. In fact she calls herself a sur-
vivor and not a victim - something she had
no intention to be.

Speaking about her youth, she said that
after her parents divorced, she and her
three sisters were put in a very difficult sit-
uation in the Silvertown township which
was known for its high level of crime -
including drugs.

Although things were hard, one thing the
girls did not lack was love and security from
their parents. “It was this love which
turned things around. They taught us
responsibility.”

As a result she started in politics at the
age of 13 in the early 1970s with her motto
and message for life being “Don’t wait for
handouts, get up and do it yourself and
other people will recognise you and help
you.”

She said she was encouraged by strong
women who do not want to be men.

After joining the National Youth

Organisation, she continued her activism
within the United Democratic Front. She
matriculated from Bridgetown High School
where she was very involved in sports. She
received BA law and education degrees from
the University of the Western Cape in 1976.

She became a teacher at different schools
on the Cape Flats from 1983 - determined to
raise the level of education in the young and
to teach them not to accept their poverty and
to rise above it.

From there she went into politics, playing
a prominent role in the United Democratic
Front.

“The Black Consciousness Movement of
my time taught us to stand up for our rights.
I worked with the likes of the late Steve Biko,
Mamphele Ramphele, Terror Lekota and
Dorothy Nyembe, one of the women who
suffered under apartheid without much sup-
port,” she said.

With the advent of the new democracy in
1994, she was appointed ANC deputy secre-
tary general and four years later was given
the posting of South Africa’s High
Commissioner in London.

Being stationed in Europe gave her the
opportunity to travel quite a bit and she used
this experience between the years 2001/4, to
take on the post of chief executive officer of
SA Tourism.

Zev Krengel, national chairman of the
SAJBD, thanked Carolus for her most
enlightening talk. He said that in a volatile
country it was comforting to know that
there were capable people like Carolus in the
driving seat who would lift people with her
as she rose.

“Politics sometimes tends to attract the
wrong people,” he remarked.

Naomi Hadar, executive director of the
IUA/UCF who organised the event, said
Carolus had inspired the gathering with her
confidence and sincerity and most interest-
ing talk.

Story of intrigue and subterfuge

SECOND INNINGS recently scooped a first in
South Africa when, in conjunction with Ster
Kinekor, it was allowed a private screening of
this year’s Academy Award Oscar winner and
best foreign language film, “The Counter-
feiters”.

The film was shown to a packed house at
Cinema Nouveau in Johannesburg with the pro-
ceeds of the R10 entrance fee being put towards
the Second Innings programme of activities
which is ongoing and available to all.

Obtaining this film was a real coup - with the
idea being initiated by Selwyn Klass - especially
as negotiations with the director-writer, Stefan
Ruzowitzky himself had been going on for
around six months with both Klass and Second
Innings’ Grecia Gabriel. Both Ruzowitzky’s
grandparents had been Nazis and he said he had
felt responsible to make this film about the
Holocaust era.

The film, which was shot in Austria as “Die
Falscher” with English subtitles, is not just
about the intrigue surrounding the
biggest money scam of all time, or of the
casual violence meted out by the SS, or of
the inhuman conditions forced on the
inmates of Sachsenhausen concentration
camp where the action takes place, but
about “the pragmatics of endurance”.

The scene is set near the end of the war
when the Germans could already see the
writing on the wall. They therefore decid-
ed to print forged bank notes in the cur-
rencies of their major war enemies - the
idea being to flood their economies and
also to fill their own empty war coffers.

From 13 different countries, over 100
top counterfeiters, graphic artists, profes-
sional printers, bank officials, craftsmen
etc, were “co-opted” into the plan and
became members of the top secret coun-
terfeiter “kommando” under the name of
“Operation Bernard”.

The team was headed by Salomon
Sorowitch, a character based on a Russian

Ellen Oppenheimer with Rami Andur and
Hadassah Kobrin.

Ros and Cyril Shlagman.

Naty and Ruth Super.

Jew Salomon Smilianoff.

For him, it was a dangerous balancing act.
Sufficient undetectable banknotes had to be pro-
duced to keep the Nazis off their case while too
much would allow them to keep bankrolling the
war.

Walking this fine line causes the well-chosen
Austrian cast led by Karl Markovics as Sally
(Salomon) much soul-searching. The choice is to
co-operate - ensuring survival in a “golden cage”
- or to make space for those who wish to sabotage
the project.

Prior to the showing, Tali Nates of the
Holocaust Centre spoke about the money made
by the counterfeiters (both dollars and sterling)
with which the Nazis planned to flood the world
markets causing bankruptcy in both countries.

She said the Holocaust Centre was in posses-
sion of some of these pound notes which were
obtained with the help of Jeff Fine who is
presently working with them.

She said that although there was much known
about the Holocaust in general, there was not
much known about this chapter of it.
