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PARSHA OF THE WEEK
Unintentional acts of kindness

EVERY ONE of us has been given
the choice of whether to do good or
not. If we decide to perform a good
deed, it is because we have con-
sciously decided to do so.

Have you ever met someone
going to shul oblivious of where he
is going? Is it possible to put on
tefillin inadvertently? Such phe-
nomena would be difficult to imag-
ine. We are usually aware of the
actions we take throughout our
lives.

It is for this reason that G-d
promises to reward us for fulfilling
His commandments. We have the
choice to either follow His instruc-
tions or not. When we consciously
take control of our lives and devote
ourselves to fulfilling His direc-
tives, we are deserving of reward - a
reward for making that conscious,
deliberate decision.

In this week’s Torah portion we
read about a person who, uninten-
tionally, does a good deed. A
farmer, busy reaping the harvest in
his field, realises that he acciden-
tally forgot a bundle behind. The

natural practice would be to go
back and collect that bundle. “No,”
says the Torah, “you may not go
back to take it. It must be left for
the convert, the orphan and the
widow.”

The Midrash teaches us that by
following Torah’s instruction and
leaving the bundle behind, it is
considered as if the farmer actual-
ly gave the bundle as charity to an
individual in need. Therefore the
farmer is deserving of Divine
blessing, as the next few words of
the verse read: “...so that Hashem
your G-d will bless you in every-
thing you do.”

The Midrash compares this to a
person who has a hole in his pock-

et and unwittingly loses a coin. A
pauper then passes by, picks up the
coin and buys himself some food to
eat. There too, it is considered as if
he actually gave the coin as charity
to the pauper.

Blessing? Reward? What for? He
did not willingly give charity to the
needy! He forgot the bundle of
wheat; he lost money from a hole in
his pocket. Why is he being reward-
ed and blessed? He didn’t con-
sciously do anything good!

The answer is that Judaism
believes that, subconsciously, this
person really does want to give the
bundle as charity. Every Jew, basi-
cally, wants to do the right thing -
always - including helping out the
less fortunate.

Sometimes, our conscious state
may be affected by external pres-
sures that cause us to think or act in
a way that is contrary to our essen-
tial nature, but inherently we all
want to do good.

Thus, by leaving the bundle
behind in the field - although con-
sciously he never intended to give

IT IS always sad when a shul is
forced to close down - either as the
result of a dwindling community or
shift in demographics. But it is equal-
ly joyous to welcome a new shul.

The demographic shift, which in
Johannesburg (in Jewish terms)
means a move to the north, is taking
with it a tidal wave of young Jewish
families who are choosing to leave
their families in the “traditional”
Jewish areas and starting anew in
hitherto unsettled pastures.

This movement to areas with no
Jewish facilities as yet, is emphasis-
ing the urgency to address the situa-
tion and supply necessary facilities.

Chabad has recently reacted to
meet this need for a spiritual home
for Jews moving into the Fourways
area, by sending one of its young
rabbis out on shlichut to start a new
congregation in the area, where at
present there’s no shul.

Rabin who has lived in the area
with his family for the past three
months, has already been canvass-
ing the area for Jewish people. He
says he plans to start a new shul,
Chabad of Fourways in the garage
of their home in Craigavon.

Rabbi Rabin attended Torah
Academy where he was the head
boy. Afterwards, he attended vari-
ous yeshivot specifically, in
Mebourne, Australia for 18 months

and Crown Heights in New York,
before returning to South Africa to
do his smicha in Pretoria.

His wife Yael who was also a
learner at Torah Academy, also
spent much time learning over-
seas: six years in Sydney, a year in
Tsfat, Israel and a while in
Alabama in the US, where she
taught in a nursery school.

Since their marriage, the couple
have travelled to many places over-

seas running camps and pro-
grammes in Budapest, Austria,
Slovakia, etc.

Their main achievement was
when working with birthright
israel, they took 1 500 students in
groups over a three month period
to Israel, touring the country’s
major centres while at the same
time imparting a knowledge of the
country and Judaism.

Rabbi Rabin says he and his wife
have already planned many proj-
ects, starting a barmitzvah pro-
gramme, a cheder (to teach chil-
dren to read and learn about their
heritage, religion, traditions, etc)
among other things.

They also plan to hold women’s
programmes, Kicking off with a les-
son in challa making with all the
attendant spiritual implications,
weekly Kabbalah, as well as regular
Friday night and Shabbat services.

LIFE-SIZE Lions of Judah were
given by the SAZF to 18 schools ear-
lier this year in Port Elizabeth,
Durban, Cape Town and
Johannesburg, for their learners to
decorate them, expressing the
theme of Israel’s 60th birthday. The
winner was announced last week-
end.

Bev Goldman, head of PR at the
SAZF, said the winning lion was
“absolutely fantastic; we are
delighted. They followed the crite-
ria and the brief and we are
thrilled with the results.”

KDS art teacher Vivienne
Weiner took the grade 7 learners
out of school for an hour on
Monday morning to see the exhibi-
tion and broke the news of their
victory.

“They were elated,” she said.

“They were so dedicated
and worked very hard,
came to school at 07:00
and after school, and for
the first few days of the
July holidays. They real-
ly deserved to win.”
Weiner explained how
the learners learned to
integrate and examine
art. KDS grade 7 learners were
given an opportunity to present a
proposal and three were selected. It
proved difficult to work with and
integrate three different designs so
‘it became a work-in-progress’.
“They thought about Israel
then, now and in the future.
Symbols were linked up and vari-
ous motifs were used, including
the menorah, a symbol of light
and hope; the dove and the story of
Noah also denoted our roots and
past history, which still has rele-
vance today and is a symbol for

hope and the future.”
Learners were given freedom to
decorate the lions any way they

want, with colours, stickers,
mosaics - it was up to the children
and art teachers in each school.

The life size lions were coated
with a primer which allowed for
almost any medium to be used for
decoration.

Goldman said the Lions of Judah
were on display till the end of the
week, and SAZF was still in the
process of deciding if the lions
would go on public display.

WASHINGTON - Several
swastikas were found painted on
homes in a Washington suburb
that is home to many Israelis.

Police are investigating the
vandalism in the Rockville,
Maryland, neighbourhood as a
hate crime, according to the
Israeli daily Ha'aretz.

The vandalism, which was dis-

covered on September 6, comes a
