Incidentally, it was these very State Presi-
dent services which occasioned the bomb-
ing of Temple Israel in Paul Nel Street, Hill-
brow (the mother synagogue of the Reform
Movement in South Africa), as came to light
many years later at the Truth and Recon-
ciliation Commission.

IN ORDER to safeguard our democratic
institutions, civil society needs to be con-
stantly vigilant against anything that might
undermine them. Such has been the case
regarding the controversial Protection of
State Information Bill. As an organisation
that is committed to doing its part on behalf
of the Jewish community, in safeguarding
this country’s democratic tradition, the
Board has involved itself from the outset in
the national debate over this.

We were among the civil society organi-
sations that made an official submission
to Parliament in which we pointed out the
Bill’s flaws and suggested ways in which this
could be remedied.

Since then, our senior researcher, Steven
Gruzd, has represented us on the Right to
Know Campaign Gauteng Working Group,
as well as on the Gauteng branch of the re-
cently established Press Freedom Commis-
sion (PFC).

On Tuesday, he made a presentation on our
behalf at the PFC’s hearings in Johannes-
burg. This was extremely well received and
has since attracted considerable favourable
comment, including in the Twittersphere.

Standing up
for our ‘Right
to Know’

It has been gratifying for us not only to be
playing a constructive part in the ongoing
debate, but also that our contribution, as the
Jewish community’s representative body, is
being so widely recognised.

As things stand, the Bill, having been
passed in Parliament on so-called “Black
Tuesday” last year, is now being considered
at provincial level. Hopefully, sufficient
pressure will be maintained to ensure that
the Bill is appropriately amended so as to
remove the serious objections that civil lib-
ertarians have identified in the original leg-
islation.

We will continue to remain actively in-
volved, where necessary drawing on legal
advice to ensure that our contribution to the
process is reliable, well-considered and ex-
pertly formulated.
